Under the Dome - Texas PTA Legislative Update

On November 17, the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board (THECB) released revised rules 
establishing a uniform methodology for calculating the grade point average (GPA) of all students in 
Texas public high schools. The rules will apply beginning with the freshmen high school class of 2009-
2010.

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• The GPA will be calculated on a 4-point scale, with certain courses getting additional weight on 
a 4.5 or 5-point scale;  

• Courses for which a student earns a final grade lower than 70 (and thus will not earn course 
credit) and courses for local credit will not be factored into the GPA calculation;  

• The following courses will count towards the uniform GPA:  

o Course, including electives, listed in 19 TAC 74.63 (b) (1)-(6) and (8)-(11), all 
Advanced Placement (AP)  and International Baccalaureate (IB) courses, career and 
technology (CTE) courses aligned with a university course of study (as determined by 
the CTE Advisory Committee), and dual credit courses, including career oriented 
courses listed in the community college course manual. 

• Out-of-state academic courses in the categories above will be included in the GPA calculation 
if credit is awarded that counts towards the Recommended or Distinguished High School 
Program;  

• The following courses will receive additional weight (above a 4.0) in the GPA calculation:   

o AP, IB and dual credit courses will all receive an additional weight of 1.0;  
Pre-A, Honors and Pre-IB courses will receive an additional weight of 0.5 if begun 
prior to May 1, 2013.  If begun on or after that date, Pre-AP and Honors courses will 
be expected to meet Laying the Foundation, or comparable standards, and Pre-IB 
courses will be expected to be part of an approved IB program. Continued weighting 
for Pre-AP, Honors and Pre-IB courses will be reviewed by the GPA Advisory 
Committee.   

• The chart for converting numerical grades to grade points on the three scales also includes 
provisions for converting letter grades to grade points;  

• THECB will establish a 15-member GPA Advisory Committee comprised of representatives 
from public and higher education and the workforce to oversee implementation of the GPA 
standards, monitor courses counted in the GPA calculation, and ensure institutional 
compliance with THECB rules for dual credit courses; and  

• Colleges and universities offering dual credit courses will be required to monitor the rigor of 
those courses. 

Public comments will be accepted for 30 days after the rules are published in the Texas Register.

Names Approved for Three New Schools 

 
League City  -- During the December 15, 2008 Clear Creek Board of Trustees meeting, names 

were approved for two new elementary schools and for  the intermediate school that is currently 

the Clear Creek 9
th
 Grade Center. 

 

Elementary school #25 on Highway 3 near Highway 96 in League City will be named after Ralph 

Parr, former high school teacher, principal and current Board of Trustee member.  The school 

naming committee, comprised of community members, considered 17 names before submitting 

three (J.P. Daro, Ray Hutchinson, and Ralph Parr) to the Board of Trustees.  Trustees voted 6-0 

for Ralph Parr Elementary School which is set to open in the fall of 2009. 

 

Elementary #26, located in the Education Village on Highway 96 near Highway 146 in League 

City will be named after former Superintendent Dr. Sandra Mossman.  She also served the 

District as a teacher and principal.  The name committee considered 23 names before submitting 

three ( John Myer, Mary Sheehan and Sandra Mossman) to the Board of Trustees for approval.  

By a unanimous vote the trustees selected the name Sandra Mossman Elementary.  The school is 

expected to open its doors in fall 2009. 

 

By a unanimous vote, Intermediate School #9 was named Clear Creek Intermediate  School.  

The campus will be converted from a 9
th
 Grade Center to an intermediated school which is

Just to give everyone an idea as to how many recalls are being issued concerning the 

peanut butter/paste recalls --  as of today (Jan 23), at 12:30 pm, there have been 11 

recalls issued by the FDA for this day alone.  

 

I read an article in the Chronicle today that said most of the major retailers have taken 

the recalled items off their shelves, but the smaller stores ( “mom & pop stores, 

convenience stores, etc.) are not necessarily aware of the recalls and might not have 

removed these products.
